Bates College Prescription Drug Program has three tiers:

Tier 1
Generic drugs $10 for a 30-day supply

Tier 2
Brand name drugs (aka formulary) $25 for a 30-day supply

Tier 3
Non-preferred brand name drugs (aka non-formulary) $40 for a 30-day supply

Approximately quarterly, Anthem’s Pharmacy and Therapeutics Committee reviews the formulary and recommends changes.  That is, a drug can change between Tier 2 and Tier 3.  Notices of the most recent changes can be found on www.anthemprescription.com by clicking on the Communications tab on the top of the page and then looking under RX Product Updates.
There are some steps you can take to help reduce your cost for prescription drugs

1) Ask your physician whether there is another drug that can treat your condition that has a lower co-payment or that can even be purchased over-the counter.

2) Use Anthem’s mail order program for drugs to treat chronic conditions.  You can receive a 90-day supply for the price of only two 30-day co-payments.  There are also retail pharmacies that honor the two 30 day co-payment arrangement.
